This structured event will provide
you with an opportunity to learn more about life
in the Concordia Seminary community and the
preparation that leads to service as a pastor, mis-
sionary, chaplain, or deaconess in The Lutheran
Church—Missouri Synod.

Check-in and campus tours will take place
on Thursday afternoon. Those who arrive earlier
are invited to observe a class in session or visit the
bookstore. The “Welcome Reception and Dinner”
Thursday evening offers a unique opportunity to
meet Seminary faculty in a casual setting. At this
time, you will also be paired with a student ambas-
sador who can speak with you and answer ques-
tions from a student’s perspective. After dinner,
you will attend sessions designed to give an over-
view of the formation of ministry.

Many
parents who choose to visit without their children
often return for a visit at a later date to introduce
their children to Seminary life. We merely offer
this parental advice from past participants to assist
you in making a choice that will accommodate
your individual situation.

Former participants
have noted that their attendance at this structured
visit provided them with an abundance of infor-
mation and an overwhelming feeling of support.
